Be With Me flows out of the Year 7 and 8 programs, Believe In Me and Stand By Me, which
are based on the Apostles’ Creed. The Year 9 program examines the three theological

virtues (faith, hope and love) along with the virtues drawn from the Beatitudes and the Ten
Commandments, which students must cultivate if the profession of the faith is to have long-
lasting meaning and impact on their lives. Following the Learning Cycle methodology, this
program assists young people in understanding both the joy and the demands of following
in the way of Christ and living out the faith that our community professes in the Creed. Using
the Beatitudes as touchstones, young people will undertake this study within the context of
their own life issues.

Contents Overview

The content of the Year 9 program is based on Part 3 of the Catechism of the Catholic
Church: “Life in Christ."

Unit 1: Be With Me
